Academics& related activities: 
Around 500 students have been admitted and 427 graduates are outgoing this year.  The 
college has a total strength of 1339 in the aided stream.  
The Pass percentages in various courses are more than 80% with M.A. (English Litt) 97%, 
M.A.,(Economics) and B.Sc.,(Comp. Sci) 92% each. Systematic teaching, regularized 
continuous internal assessment(CIA) and necessary remedial teaching have enabled the 
institution to achieve good results. 
 
New initiatives: 
In order to monitor the attendance of students and to achieve flawless registering of 
attendance, the college has introduced, digitalized attendance system this year. Office of 
COE has also been digitalized to enable faculty to feed the CIA marks online and 
processing the results quicker.

With an aim of scoring better grade in the forthcoming cycle of NAAC assessment, the 
NAAC committee and IQAC cell are restructured. Er. J. Rajendran and Dr. A. Xavier are 
nominated as administrative co-ordinators for NAAC committee and IQAC cell 



respectively. To these cells Prof. S. Sivaramakrishnan and Dr. I. Shahulhamid are 
appointed as Executive co-ordinators. With their leadership the college has now achieved 
more formalized reporting to various statutory agencies. At this juncture, the entire 
faculties thank the management for their support in the establishment of a separate NAAC 
office with adequate facilities
